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Pr ef ace

During 1987 the Arizona Departnent of Corrections
devel oped a plan for linking inmate work and vocati onal
training. he project was funded by the National

Institute of Corrections and the project director was
St ephen @ adi sh.

The plan has several features. It requires a
cooperative effort by institutions, conmunity coll eges,
and enpl oyers _of inmates, such as Arizona rrectional

Industries. The training available includes not only
specific job skills, but such topics as the work ethic
and interpersonal skills. Al'so available is a wde

rangi ng assessnment package which includes a measurenent
of "enployability."

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Backgr ound

The Arizona Departnent of Corrections has both a
variety of vocational training prograns for inmates and
a variety of manufacturing and agricultural industries
in "Arizona Correctional Industries" (AC). I'n
addition, the Arizona Departnent of Administration
(DOA) contains a Division of Prison Construction, which
enploys inmates to build correctional structures
Finalyy, t hroughout  adul t institutions there are
hundreds of jobs performed by inmates as well.

Thi s handbook is based on the assunption that the Vvast
majority of all these inmte jobs would be better
performed by innmates who are well trained.

Pur pose

The purpose of this handbook is to enlarge on a
Director's Management Order (DMO 88- ). It also
indicates what training is currently available, what
assessment and curricul um have been devel oped, and what
training mght be developed in response to a specific
stated need.

On the next page is a display of the 1987-88 training
progranms in Arizona's adult institutions. Mst of the
education providers are comunity coll eges.

Wthin the category "Postsecondary Education-Cccupa-
tional" there are many opportunities for tailor-nade
courses to prepare inmates as workers. Typically these
courses last fromthree to fifteen weeks.

PURPCSE: To formalize the procedure of approving m xed
custody levels in the process of preparing inmates for
vocational training and enploynent, andto formalize

the rel ationshi p between vocational training and innate
enpl oyment .

THE ORDER: The followi ng procedure will ensure the
appropriate training of inmates as needed for
enpl oynent .

2.1 \ardens, deputy wardens, the ACI Assistant
Director, and ACl adnministrators shall
review their work assignments in order to
determ ne which inmate workers are nost
likely to benefit from formal training.

2.2 \Wen trained inmates are available, they
shoul d always be considered first for jobs
relevant to their training.

2.3 Requests for inmate training shall be made
to the Central O fice Coordinator of Adult
Education by the ACI Assistant Director, DOA
Prison Construction, Division, or Wardens.
Such requests shall specify the job, Its
| ocation, and the level of skill.

2.4 The Assistant Director for ACl shall consult
with the Coordinator of Adult Education
concerning plans for new production or
changes in current sites so that current or

pl anned training nay be coordinated with AC
needs.

2.5 The Coordinator of Adult Education shall
consult with the Wardens responsible for
both the work site and the training |ocation
in order to develop a plan to grant the
training request.

Wien training or work sites are such that
inmates of mixed unit popul ations or m Xxed
custody | evels are involved, Conplex \Wardens
shal | make special efforts to ensure safe
and efficient novenent of inmates to the
work site.

2.6.1 Inmates who are classified into
adm ni strative segregation are
not eligible for training.

2.6.2 All inmates shall be treated in
accordance wth the highest
custody level present in order
to maintain security.

Cl assification of inmates into speci al
training assignments shall consider (1) the
availability of the inmates for 12 nonths of
training and work (including potential
status change as a result of 180 day
review), (2) special inmte risk factors
relevant to the work site (3) t he
prerequisite basic skills for training, and
(4) the inmate's institutional work history.

The Institutional Classification Committee,

upon selecting appropriate inmates, shall

inform all concerned by neans of a
Cassification Change Sheet and an Inmate
Status Change Chrono.

The 1CC shall ensure that the  above
information is entered on AIMS DI 49 screen
which will be coded "09" action (Special
Assignnent), with a reference to the DT 08
Comment Screen. DT 08 shall carry the 1CC

The inmate will sign an acknow edgenent of
his status as a trainee for an ADC worKk
assignment, in DOCA Prison Construction or
institutional enployment.

In order to docunent the conpletion of
training and to maintain a worker 'pool, the
DOT conpet ency nunberwg for the training
will be recorded on Al Screen DI 76 by the
institution where the training occurs. Each
war den shal |l devel op procedures for this
data entry.

Arizona Correctional Industries, DOA Prison
Construction program and other requestors
of the training shall always give enpl oynent
preference to inmates trained as a result of
the request as long as a vacant innmate
position for which the training took place
Is available at the time training is
conpl et ed.

Except for disciplinary reasons or special
circunstances, the inmate shall not be
removed from the training and work program
Speci al circunmstances may include certified
i1l ness or unusual inmate famly situations.

There Is no guarantee | wll
be enployed: and if I am the |ocation
may be other than where the training
occurs.”

Cenerally, In two to nine
months he conpletes the program on an

open entry-open exit programwth Qutcone

Wth Criterion Reference Testing he
denonstrat es mastery of vocat i onal
conpet enci es, DOT codes, and
certification requirenents.
